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POST-HIGH SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

INFORMATION FOR APPLICANTS 
One-year grants are available for Centenary United Methodist members attending institutions of higher learning.   Students may reapply for post high school scholarship each year. In February 1998 the Ad Council approved a motion that post high school scholarships be restricted to undergraduate studies, not over five years. 
The grant procedures are as follows: 
1. Applications must be submitted to Centenary United Methodist church, 608 Elk St, Beatrice, NE 68310, by June 15 each year. 

2. Applicants must include a transcript that includes all post high school coursework, must include evidence of satisfactory progress. (3.0 Cumulative GPA)

3. Grant recipients and amounts awarded will be determined by the Scholarship committee of Centenary United Methodist church. 

4. Factors considered in awarding grants will include scholastic performance, involvement in church activities, and financial need. 

5. Applicants will be notified of the Scholarship committee’s decision. 

6. Grant recipients must submit proof of enrollment in college for fall  before grant payment will be issued. (schedule of classes for fall semester)

7. One-year grants will be divided per school term/semester. The recipient must submit proof of academic good standing after first term to receive the remainder of the grant.  Grants will be paid directly to the college financial aid office.

8. Please complete the following two pages of the application and return them to the Centenary United Methodist Church office by the end of the day on June 15.

9. Applications must be typed and not handwritten or will not be considered.
